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AGREEMENT

on scientific cooperation between the
SWEDISH POLAR RESEARCH SECRETARIAT and the
FAR EASTERN BRANCH OF THE RUSSIAN ACADEMY OF SCIENCES

The Swedish Polar Research Secretariat (SPRS) and the Far Eastern Branch of the
Russian Academy of Sciences (FEBRAS), hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”, recognizing
the importance of international scientific cooperation and desiring to promote and develop
cooperation in sciences between Swedish and FEBRAS scientists have agreed as follows:

Article 1
The Parties will encourage and develop scientific cooperation on the basis of the
principles of equality and mutual benefit.

Article 2
For the purpose of implementing this Agreement the scientific cooperation between the
Parties shall be conducted through:
* Bilateral and international research projects;
e Bilateral and international research marine cruises and field expeditions;
¢ Bilateral and international symposia, conferences, seminars, and workshops to be held in
Sweden, Russia or other country;
e Other forms of scientific cooperation agreed upon by the Parties.

Article 3
Authorized representatives of the Parties will meet at least once every two years to
review the results of cooperation, approve plans for the next two years, and consider financial
and other arrangements within the framework of this Agreement.

Article 4
The conditions and practical arrangements for the joint activities as described in this
Agreement will be determined from the case to case as agreed upon by the Parties.

This agreement shall become effective upon signature. It shall remain in effect for four
years and shall be automatically extended for the following four-year periods, provided that
neither Party notifies the other in writing, six months before the date of expiration of the latest
period, of its intent to terminate the Agreement.

Done in Stockholm on December 4 2007, in two originals being equally authentic.
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2.10 Development and subsequent implementation of joint projects and efforts in the field of
pharmaceutical and other biologically active substances for medicine, including the
application of nanotechnologies for medicine.

Areas of collaboration are not limited aforementioned and could be added by
agreement of the Parties.

3. Obligations of the Parties Concerned

3.1 The Parties undertake to build relation based on mutual respect foundations and according
to current legalization of the Russian Federation and Germany as well as under the existing
standards of international law.

3.2 The Parties become aware of the fact that signature of present agreement does not lead to
intellectual property rights transfer from one Party to another. unless it is specified by
corresponding addition to the present agreement.

3.3 The Parties agreed to keep confidential concerning transferred information and prevent its
disposition to the Third Party without written consent of the Party produced this
information.

3.4 Signing of the present Agreement does not lead to appearance of direct pecuniary or
property liability of the Parties to each other but assumes realization of activity toward to
finding the sources to joint projects financing.

3.5 The Parties undertake to submit the name of the first joint project and planned schedule of
its realization at the latest ninety (90) calendar days of the date of the present Agreement
signature. Thereto the Parties representatives will draw up the project of agreement which
will be an appendix to the present agreement and which will be its integral part.

4. Terms of Agreement

4.1 The present Agreement becomes effective on the date it is signed by both Parties and shall
be valid for one (1) year.

4.2 This Agreement shall be automatically renewed on the anniversary date unless written
notice of intent to terminate is given by either Party to the other Party at least ninety (90)
days prior to the next renewal date.

4.3 This Agreement may be terminated ahead of schedule by either Party’s initiative; this Party
shall provide the written concern of the other Party at least ninety (90) days prior to the
denunciation date thereto. Both Parties shall complete fulfillment of prior engagements
unless written consent of the Parties.

5. Procedure of Disputes and Controversy Settlement

5.1 Any dispute or controversy Parties settle by negotiations.

5.2 In the event Parties failed to succeed an agreement during negotiations, controversy shall
be settled under the rules of existing legislation of the Russian Federation and Germany as
well as under the existing standards of international law. Both countries courts have no
exclusive jurisdiction during disputes between Parties settlement thereby.
